Regulations

The lighting design of the project is developed in accordance with current regulations, with particular
attentionto the UNE-EN 12464 -1:2022 standard, which sets out the requirements forindoor spaces used
by the public and for work activities. This regulation governs aspects such as minimumilluminance levels,
uniformity, glare control, colorrendering, and the suitability of light for the specific activity.

Beyond strict compliance, the project interprets these criteria through an architectural and contextual lens,
aiming to integrate technical requirements with spatial quality, visual comfort, and respect for the identity
of the place. Light is not designed merely to comply, but to support and accompany the building’s actual

use.
